POTTON is a considerable market town, pleasantly
situated on the borders of Cambridgeshire; market day
is Saturday, and though the market is not so great as
formerly, it is still well supplied with all sorts of
grain, particularly wheat and barley. Fairs are held
February 2nd, 0l1d Lady Day, Old Midsummer Dzy, and
October 26. Great part of this town was destroyed by
fire in the year 1783, more than 50 dwelling houses were
consumed, besides outhouses, &ec. The damage was estimated
at £25,000; =above £6,000 were collected for the poorest

of the sufferers. According to the returns in 1821, it
appeared there were 727 males and 771 females, total 1498.
The Rev. Richard Whittingham is Vicar of Potton.
